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The Town of Oyster Bay's Department of Environmental Resources
is restoring tidal wetlands by planting Smooth Cordgrass in
/ areas that have lost vegetation.

These are erucial for ends d shorebirds and many

other marine species. Cordgrass roots help hold soil in place,
decreasing coastal erosion and preserving habitats. These wetlands are
important fo the environment in general, acting like natural filters and
absorbing floodwaters, and helping prevent flooding during storms.

This project is being overseen by the Town of
Oyster Bay Department of Environmental
Resources, but students can get involved by
volunteering in cordgrass planting events and

partcipating in community clean-ups to keep o
wetlands free of trash.
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In our local community, the Town of Oyster Bay has put in
several projects to restore the tidal wetlands near us. £
'S These ecosystems are crucial, serving as natural
flood control and filtration, and serving as a habitat for 2
federally endangered bird species ®=-along with other
marine animals. Students can get involved by
participating in community clean-ups and planting
events.
